Scripture Reading: Acts 1:1-4
Synopsis: The first chapter of the Book of Acts paints
a sobering picture of the kind of church to which Jesus
entrusted the gospel. Discouragement,
disappointment, fear, confusion–– this was the
condition of the church in the aftermath of the
crucifixion. Yet it was these same pitiful disciples and
those who joined them who would “turn the world
upside down.” God is in the business of working with
messy people who don’t have it all figured out yet who
are willing to journey with God in a broken world.

Scripture Reading: Acts 19:11-41
Synopsis: With so much fake Christianity in the world
today, it can be difficult to distinguish the phony from
the genuine. This was also true in the early days of the
New Testament church. Christians faced challenges
from both the religious sector and the pagan society
around them. They carried an undeniable testimony
that arrested the attention and drew people to a new
and vibrant knowledge of God. Yet it wasn’t mere
information, for they insisted that it’s not what you
know, it’s who you know. 

S A B B A T H  E V E N I N G  |  S U B O T A  P O P O D N E :  
“ A R E  Y O U  G R E A T ? ”

Scripture Reading: Acts 9:36-42
Synopsis: What does it mean to be “great”? How does
God measure “greatness”? The story of Tabitha
introduces us to a different kind of greatness, the kind
that God values but this world overlooks. Early
Christianity had its superstar preachers, like the
Apostle Paul. But the Book of Acts also draws
attention to those lesser-known disciples who are also
“great” in God’s eyes. We all have unique talents that
could glorify God and bless the world. Rather than
waiting to do some great thing, we are called to do
ordinary things in extraordinary ways.
